“In most cases you will be working with a designer who
works with the builder,” say Krpan. ey will collaborate with

Once you have nalized your design and everyone is on tg
same page, it's time to discuss how much it will cost and drzs
up a contract.

“It's best to enlighten people about what the process is,” s
Krpan. “Everything has a price tag attached.”

e contract you sign should include the square footage
of the home, a total breakdown of the costs you will incur
including the price per square foot and the quality of nishin
that will be in the home.

“It should also include a payment schedule,” Krpan says. Building a custom home can be a large undertaking, so it is important to nd a builder you trust and are able to work with. Whether

“You don't want any misunderstandings between the build
and the customer,” Krpan says. “ at's why there needs to be
a good contract in place. Having a contract keeps everyone
honest and everyone understands the cost.”

You should also be given a construction speci cations she
when completing a contract. at sheet (Krpan's are usually
four or ve pages long) will list the construction materials the
builder will use.

“I list the important things,” says Krpan. “I'm not going to
list the brand of concrete used or anything, but | will list thing
like the cultured stone for the front or the type of windows, :
for example. It's important to protect both the builder and the#
customer.”
